CHARGING INSTRUCTIONS    
 
This is a rechargeable lamp, there are 2pcs 1800mA lithium batteries inside the shade.  
Please use a Max 5V 3A charger to charge the product for the first time. 
 
1. Charging: Please use standard Max 5V 3A charger. Insert the Type C charging cable 

directly into the charging interface at the bottom of the lamp shade. 
2. Note: When charging, the power indicator on the lamp shade lights up in red and 

turns off when fully charged. 
3. Remove the charger and Type C charging cable once fully charged. 
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FUNCTIONAL DESCRIPTION   
 
This lamp has a touch switch on the top of lamp shade. 
1. A long touch (> 0.5 sec.): Light adjustment from 100% to 20% and vice versa. 
2. A short touch (<0.5 sec.): ON/OFF  
3. This switch has an auto-resume feature when power on, it will stay at the same brightness as the last time it was turn off.
