Take the parts oul of (he mounting package gerew the end of the NIPPLE (4) into the center hole of (he
MOUNTING BRACKET (2) and thread both 18" 1PS HEX NUT(5) several furns oo cach end of the
NIPPLEA) but do not tighten {he 1/87 1TS HEX NUTS (5. pull the SUPPLY WIRES (9 & 11 and the
SUPPLY GROUND WIRE (8 oul from the: OUTLET BOX (1) and attach the MOUNTING BRACKET (2)
assembly 1O he OUTLET BOX (1) using the glotted holes of the MOUNTING BRACKET (2) and the
MOUNTING SCREWS () provided.

FIXTURE LEAD WIRE (12). Loop the FIXTURE GROUND WIRE (7) around the GROUND SCREW
(14) of the MOUNTING BRACKET (2)- (Note: Be sure to provide an extra 3" length of the GROUND

WIRE(T).) Conneet the remaining FIXTURE GROUND WIRE (7) to the SUPPLY GROUND WIRE (8)
using @ WIRE CONNECTOR (3. Place WITing and connections inside the OUTLET BOX (1. (See Fig.
1)

SCREW COLLAR LOOP (6).(Sec Fig.1)
