Secure by using bolts (#D).

Before tightening the screw, you must ensure
that the two desktop pieces are aligned and
pressed firmly against each other.

Align wire holder (#16) to the top panel/
frame, then secure by using screws (#B).

Align holders (#17,18) to the top panel, then secure
by using bolts (#D).
