Prefer rich, well-drained soil with a 
consistent supply of moisture.

Care Tip: Basically maintenance free.  Clip out dead flower stalks after flowering.

Blooms: June to July

Exposure: Partial to full shade

Height: Grows 12-18” tall

Spacing: Plant 18-36” apart, 1.5-2” deep

USDA Zones: Hardy in USDA zones 3-9
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
