Basic Connections

* Plug the power cord info a grounded AC 110V ouflet.

* Check if the indicator lights up to confirm power is connected.
* Connect supply lines to water supply using an angle valve.

e Open the valve.

Pre-Use Checks

NOTE Place your hand on the sensor area to activate the seat sensor
for testing functions that require such.

Keep your hand in front of the nozzle during washing fest fo prevent splashing.

¢ Inspect the wand nozzle and supply lines for any leaks.
e Test the washing, drying, flushing functions* to ensure they function properly.

e Ensure the soft-closing mechanism for the seat and cover functions properly.
#* Actual functions may vary from models.

Remote Control

Set up
e The remote control must be charged to operate.
e Make sure two AAA batteries are correctly installed.

* Press and hold the female washing button on the remote control
until the lights flash to complete setup.

Pairing with Toilet

NOTE The remote control is generally paired with toilet from
factory. No operation is needed except for replacement unit.

e Make sure: i) the foilet is powered on, ii) the seat sensor is not
activated.

® Press and hold the female washing button on the remote
control near the desired toilet for pairing.

* Pairing completes when the lights on the remote confrol stop
flashing.

Operations

@ Press once to terminate current washing or drying process.

Press once to start a 2-minute rear wash.

Press again to switch to the oscillating rear wash.
Press once to start a 2-minute bidet wash.

Press again to switch to the oscillating bidet wash.

Press once a start a 3-minute air drying session.

Press to adjust the wand nozzle position forward or backward during rear
wash and bidet wash if oscillating mode is not activated.

Press to increase or decrease the water pressure, ranging from low to high
across five levels.

Press once to run a process of washing, air drying, and flushing in sequence
with medium temperature.

Press once to render the washing water switch alternately between high
and low temperature.

Press once to render the washing water switch alternately between high
and low pressure.

Press once to turn on/off the night light.

Knob Control

Counter- Clockwise

Bidet Wash

Turn clockwise to start bidet washing. Turn again to start oscillating mode.

Rear Wash
Turn counterclockwise to start rear washing. Turn again to start oscillating
mode.

Power Status
Turn clockwise and hold for 5 seconds to turn on/off the power status.

Remote Control

e The shelf can be wall mount using the peel-and-stick or screws. It's highly
recommended that the remote be installed within reach when seated.

Backup Battery

e A 9V battery (not included) is required to support power-assisted flush during
outage. Followings are steps for setting up backup battery:

e Locate the battery box that comes with the toilet. Place a new 9V battery info
the box.

e Locate the connection wire at the back of the toilet.
* Match connectors at both ends of wire and battery box.

® Screw the connectors together and secure the connection.

As a combination of
plumbing fixtures and appliances, Eridanus foilets would require regular care as to
maintain their hygiene and functionality. Proper maintenance guarantees
longevity and optimal performance.

General Maintenance

Disconnect Power Before Maintenance/Servicing

e Always disconnect the power supply before performing any maintenance tasks
to prevent personal injury or property damage.

Avoid Water Exposure
¢ Do not allow water to enter the control panel or electrical components.
Avoid Excessive Moisture

* Provide adequate ventilation to prevent damage to the electronic components
due to high humidity levels.

Regular Inspections

e Perform regular inspections of all components to ensure the toilet is in good
working order and address any issues prompfly.

Regular Maintenance

Cleaning the Toilet Bowl
e Use a non-abrasive toilet cleaner.

* Apply the cleaner to the bowl, let it sit for a few minutes, then scrub with a toilet
brush.

* Avoid using harsh chemicals or abrasive pads.

Cleaning the Nozzle

e Activate the nozzle cleaning mode via the confrol panel or remote.

e Use a soft brush or cloth to gently clean the nozzle.
* For a deeper clean, remove the nozzle (if detachable) and rinse it with warm
Cleaning the Seat and Cover

e Wipe down the seat and cover with a damp cloth and mild detergent.

e Avoid using abrasive cleaners or scrubbing pads that could damage the
surface.

* Dry with a soft cloth to prevent water spofs.

Battery Replacement

e Locate the battery compartment at the rear of the toilet.

* Remove the old battery and replace it with a new 9V battery.

e Ensure the battery is securely connected.

Power Troubleshooting
Problems

Toilet has no power.

b) Power cord is disconnected
from or loosely connected

Possible Causes

a) Power is not switched on.

to the electrical outlet.

c) The GFCl has tripped.

Toilet does not respond. @) Power is not switched on.

toilet is briefly interrupted.

Toilet beeps frequently.

Flush Troubleshooting
Problems

Toilet does not flush.

b) Supply line is blocked or

kinked.

Possible Causes

a) Supply valve is closed.

c) Remote control is not

working.

d) Toilet is clogged.

Flushing performance

is not ideall. insufficient.

a) Local water pressure is

b) Supply line or pipe is

bent or blocked.

c) A filter is clogged.
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Recommended Actions

a) Press and hold the left control knob,
or "STOP" on remote control to furn
on the power.

b) Securely plug the power cord into a
GFCl electrical outlet.

c) Reset the GFCI.

a) Press "Power" on remote confrol to
turn on the power.

b) Turn OFF the power to the toilet
completely, and restore the power.

c) Pair the remote with toilet. Refer to
"Remote Control" section.

a) Securely plug the power cord into
a GFCl electrical outlet.

b) No action is required.

Recommended Actions

a) Switch on the valve.
b) Repair or replace the supply line.

c) Refer to "Remote Control Trouble
shooting" section.

d) Use a plunger or snake to clear the
clogs.

b) Supply line is blocked or
kinked.

c) Nozzle is blocked.

a) Refer to the "Operations” section as
to enable the feature.

Remote Control Troubleshooting

Problems

The remote control
does not work.

Possible Causes

a) Inproper installation of
batteries.

b) The batteries need to be
replaced.

c) Remote confrol does not
pair with toilet.

d) Remote control is distant
from toilet.
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a) Turn up the water pressure using
remote control or control knob.

b) Inspect filter and clean or replace
if necessary.

a) Turn up the water femp using
remote control or control knob.

a) Turn down the air temp using
remote control or control knob.

Recommended Actions

a) Turn up the seat temp using
remote control or control knob.

a) No action is required. Refer to
"Operations" section as to adjust
the sensor range if needed.

a) No action is needed.

b) Refer to "Operations" section as to
enable the feature.

c) Adjust sensor range and re-test the
feature.

Recommended Actions

a) Correctly reinstall the batteries.
b) Replace batteries.

c) Refer to "Remote Control" section
as to pair remote with toilet.

d) Operate remote control near
foilet.
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
