Adjustment 1: Install 2 screws (#4) less in the middle of the original left side

beam (C1/C2), install them when subsequently assembling the sliding door track.
Install 2 screws (#4) more in the middle of the original right side beam (D1/D2).
Adjustment 2: install 3 square nuts (#24) in the track (O4), and install 3 square

nuts (¥24) in the track (O5). Install 4 square nuts (¥24) in the track (06), and install
4 square nuts (#24) in the track (O7).

(Adjustment 1 and Adjustment 2 will also be explained during installation.)
