Assembly

Step 1:
Insert the protective covers
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e Insert all 4 protective covers E to the bottom of the post C
insert another 4 protective covers E to the top of the remaining 4 pieces post C.

e Note: Do not omit this step, which could protect your floor from scratches.



Assembly

Step 2:
Setting Up the Brace
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Hole of post :
with small hole facing downward
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Insert the rivet of brace B into the slot of post C, and gently tap it with a small hammer to
secure the rivet in place.

PLEASE NOTE:

1. Ensure that the flat surface on brace B remains facing upwards.
2.Make sure all the rivets are fully seated into the post slots.

Step 3:

Install the beam A.
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B on the same level should be at the same height.

e Note: Each of the beams A and braces

Step 4:
Install the upper posts.
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e Put the connector G into the top of the bottom post to install the upper post

Step 5:
Setting Up the remaining Beams and Braces
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e Repeat step 2 and step 3 to assemble the remaining beams and braces

Install the press boards.
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e Please note, install the lower shelf first, and then install the upper shelf last.

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e Use the anti-dumping device F to snap into the hole of the post, punch a hole on the wall,
put the expansion screw in, and use the screw to pass through the connector to connect
with the expansion screw
