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Step A1 » Unscrew gaskets (C) and ball nuts (D) from cover (A) and frame (B), then set them aside for later

installation.

Step A2 » Install the bulb (Not included) (Please do not exceed the maximum wattage recommended on the

socket.)

Step A3 » Attach cover (A) to frame (B) with the previously remove gaskets (C) and ball nuts (D) as shown in

the illustration. Hand tighten until snug.
