▼Installation Instruction

1. Use the screws included in the accessory
pack to attach the mounting plate to the
junction box.

2. Use the terminal caps included in the
accessory pack to connect the power cord
according to the markings, and then cover
the connections with electrical tape.

3. Use the decorative cap to fix the lamp
body to the hanging bracket, and then tighten it.

4.Align the small opening of the glass cover with
the lamp base, and then place the glass cover on
the lamp base.

[Note: The light body must be firmly installed].
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5.The glass cover is secured to the lamp base using
a metal ring.
6.Tighten the bulb in its socket, and then turn on
the power once it is securely in place.
