GENERAL

Remove the fixture and the mounting hardware package from the box and make sure that no parts are missing by
referencing the illustrations on the installation instructions.

To ensure success of the installation, read these instructions and review the diagrams thoroughly.

Save these instruction for future reference.

This fixture is intended to be mounted to a 4”x 4”x 2-1/8” deep metal outlet box.

The building structure must directly support the outlet box.

Before starting the installation, disconnect the power by turning off the circuit breaker or by removing the fuse
at the fuse box.Turning the power off using the light switch is notsufficient to prevent electrical shock.

WIRING CONNECT IONS

Required supply circult:110~120V, 60Hz.

Connect the white wire from the fixture to the white wire of the supply circuit

Connect the black wire from the fixture to the black wire of the supply circuit

Connect the green(or bare copper)colored wire to the grounding conductor of the supply circuit.
Use U.L./CSA listed wire connectors suitable for the size, type, and number of conductors.

No loose strands or loose connections should be present.Secure wire connectors with U.L./CSA listed electrical
tape.

NOTE: Please consult a qualified electrician if you are not certain of the installation.

CAUTION: Before starting the installation, disconnect the power by turning off the circuit
breaker or by removing the fuse at the fuse box.

Carefully unpack and identify all parts before assembly.

Installation Procedures

1.Switch off the power supply to the outlet box on which you plan to mount the lighting fixture
(Caution: Disconnect all power before servicing).

2.Take apart the crown nut and serrated lock washer from the wall mount base, take the
components out of the wall mount base.

3.Twist the fixture ground wire screw(Ground screw) out a bit from the cross bar.

4.Fix the cross bar to outlet box by using existing outlet box screws, the three wire(Black supply
wire, white supply wire and outlet box ground wire) should be outgoing from the middle of outlet
box.

5.Tie the outlet box ground wire twice round the fixture ground wire screw, and then fix well the
fixture ground wire screw.

6.Connect fixture wires to house wires with the provided wire connectors. Ensure the right
matching as black to black, white to white. Tie the ground wire from outlet box and from fixture
to the ground screw on the cross bar.
(Caution: Make sure connections are secure in Right Polarity and in good Insulation.

7.Fix the wall mount base well.

wires with Wire Connectors.
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
