Assembly

1 Assembling the first two ring sections

Align the bolt holes of two of the fire ring sections (A).
Insert bolts (BB) through the holes of wall of both
sections (A) and loosely secure with nuts (CC).

Loosely secure with the bolt (AA) through the top edge of
both sections (A).

2 Assembling the third ring section

Align the bolt holes of the third ring section (A) with the
ring assembly.

Insert bolts (BB) through the holes of wall of both
sections (A) and loosely secure with nuts (CC).

Loosely secure with the bolt (AA) through the top edge of
both sections (A).

3 Attaching the final ring section
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Align the holes of the fourth ring section (A) with the ring
assembly.

Insert bolts (BB) through the holes of wall of both sections
(A) and loosely secure with nuts (CC).

Loosely secure with the bolt (AA) through the top edge of
both sections (A).

4 Completing the assembly

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Align the holes of the fourth ring section (A) with the first
ring section (A).

Insert bolts (BB) through the holes of wall of both sections
(A) and loosely secure with nuts (CC).

Loosely secure with the bolt (AA) through the top edge of
both sections (A).

Tighten all of the nuts (CC) with a wrench (not included).
Tighten all of the bolts (AA) with an allen key (DD).




Care and Cleaning

Once the fireplace is completely cooled down, pour the ashes from the fire ring and rinse with clean water and allow to dry
completely.

Clean after each use.

Do not use a scrub brush.

If the paint chips, use only high-temperature paints and a brush to fix.

If rust is showing, sand lightly and repaint the area with high-temperature paints.

Dry with a soft cloth.

Cover the unit when not in use to prolong the life.

Keep your fire ring out of rain.
