SC AN M E W68-13 c Weed Suppressant Lining 1
to fill out this form ,
Assembly Instructions 1
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Step-1: SIDE PANELS ASSEMBLY
1. Place the Legs (A, B) and the panel (D) flat on the floor. The two legs with groove side should be facing inward at each other.

2. Connect panel (D) in between the two legs with grooves by inserting the panel's tenon (piece projecting out) into the groove.
Push the legs together so legs and panels are tightly connected.If needed, tap snugly Panels into the Legs with a rubber mallet.

3. Fasten into the pre-drilled hole with socket head screws "a" .

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Step-2: FRONT AND BACK PANELS ASSEMBLY

1. With planter top side down, insert Panel (C) tenon into the legs
grooves. And pushing the legs inward so that the legs and panel
are tightly connected.

2. Fasten into the pre-drilled hole with socket head screws "a"
by using Allen Wrench "c".

Step-3: CENTER BOTTOM BOARD BRACE

Attach bottom board brace "G" with wood screws "b".

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Step-4: BOTTOM BOARDS ATTACHMENT
The garden bed bottom boards are not intended to fit snugly,

but should be spaced evenly across the garden bed.
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Step-5: LINER

Putting the weed suppressant lining on the bottom boards.
