end to the body (E) chain loop. Weave wires through chain (GG). 3
Pass wires through screw collar (DD) and canopy (HH). Open two
links of chain and attach one end to chain loop (JJ) and the other
end to the chain holder (EE). Close the chain links. Pass the wires
through the chain holder/ threaded nipple/mounting strap.

Pass the wires through the chain holder/threaded nipple/crossbar.
NOTE: During this step, you may choose to shorten the chain and
electrical/ground wires.
