Installation Steps

1.  Attach the crossbar (A) to the outlet box by using two mounting screws (B).

2. Pull out the outlet wires and the house ground wire from the outlet box. Make wire connections by using the wire 
    connectors (C) as follows:
--- Connect the black (hot) wire from the fixture to the black (hot) wire from the power source.
--- Connect the white (neutral) wire from the fixture to the white (neutral) wire from the power source.
--- Attach the fixture ground wire to the crossbar (A) with the green ground screw, then connect it to the house
    ground wire with a wire connector (C).
    Carefully put the wires back into the outlet box.

3. Attach the canopy to the crossbar (A)  by aligning holes, secure the set screws from the side hole of the canopy 
    into the hole in the side of the crossbar (A), then tighten the screws.

4. Make two desired stem positions and drill holes on the ceiling for stem on the track.

5. Attach two plastic anchors (D) to the drilled positions, then secure wood screws (E) through the ceiling support 
    stem bushings (H) to the plastic anchor (D) on the ceiling.

6. Attach the stem to the ceiling support stem bushing (H) by aligning holes, then twist the stem to lock stem in place.

7. Attach the cupule (F) to the top surface of the bulb lens. Insert the bulb (G) into the socket using the cupule (F). Twist 
    bulb to lock pins in place. Remove the cupule (F) from the bulb lens by pulling the knob of the cupule (F). 
    Caution：LED Bulb, Type MR GU10 base, maximum 25W X 6
                     Halogen Bulb, Type MR GU10 base, maximum 50W X 6
    Notes: LED Dimmable bulb to be compatible with most LED Dimmers, recommended Lutron: 
                MSCL-OP153MH, MACL-153MH, DVWCL-153PH, TGCL-153PH, SCL-153PH. 

 8. Follow step 7 of instructions of single light head installation for other five light heads.

9. Adjust the light head to a desired position by using the swivel.
