STEP 1:

Lay Base (Part 1) upside down on a clean smooth surface. Insert (5) Casters (Part 8) into the Base.

STEP 2:
Return the assembled base back to the upright position.
Insert Cylinder Column (Part 2) into the base then remove the Cylinder Column Cap.
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STEP 3:

Slide the Foot Ring (Part 9) onto the assembled Cylinder Column with the raised side pointing up
(see diagram), adjust to your desired height and turn the knob counter clockwise.

NOTE" Footring must be atleast 1 Inch below the top of the outer circle circle of cylinder column.

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STEP 4:
Attach Left Arm (Part 6) and Right Arm (Part 7) to the Back Frame (Part 5) using (4)
M6x25mm Bolts (PartA). Tighten with Allen Wrench (Part E)
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Hardware & Tools required




STEP 5:
Attach Cap Cover (Part F) and Cap Cover (Part G) to holes on the Left and Right Arms.
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Hardware & Tools required

STEP 6:
Attach Left Arm (Part 6) and Right Arm (Part 7) to the Seat (Part 4) using (4) Flat Washers (Part D)
and (4) M6x35mm Bolts (Part C). Tighten with Allen Wrench (Part E).
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Hardware & Tools required




STEP 7:
Attach Control Mechanism (Part 3) to the underside of the Seat (Part 4)
using (4) M6x20mm Bolts (Part B). Tighten with Allen Wrench (Part E)
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Hardware & Tools required

STEP 8:
Place assembled seating unit onto the Cylinder Column and push down to seat.

Note: Please make sure
that the Cylinder Column
Cap has been taken off.
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
