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Thank you for choosing the Hunter Fan Heater. This manual gives 
you complete instructions for using your heater.

READ CAREFULLY BEFORE ATTEMPTING TO ASSEMBLE,

NOTE: When switching on the appliance for the first time, allow it to 
run at full power for approximately two hours to get rid of the 
unpleasant odour. Make sure that the room in which the appliance is 
located is well ventilated during this operation. It is normal for the 
appliance to emit small cracking sounds when you turn it on the first 
time. Do not be alarmed.

When using electrical appliances, basic precautions should always 
be followed to reduce the risk of fire, electric shock, and injury to 
persons or property, including the following:

1. Read all instructions before using this heater.

2. This heater is hot when in use. To avoid burns, do not let bare skin 
touch hot surfaces. Use handles when moving this heater. Keep 
combustible materials, such as furniture, pillows, bedding, papers, 
clothes and curtains at least 3' (0.9 m) from the front and top of the 
heater and keep them away from the sides and rear. Keep the rear 
grille away from walls or drapes so as not to block the air intake.

3. Extreme caution and supervision is necessary when any heater is 
used by or near children or pets, and whenever the heater is left 
operating and unattended.

4. Always unplug heater when not in use.

5. Do not operate heater with a damaged cord or plug or after the 
heater malfunctions, or has been dropped or damaged in any
manner. Discard heater or return to an authorized service facility for 
examination and/or repair.

6. Do not use outdoors.

7. This heater is not intended for use in bathrooms, laundry areas 
and similar indoor locations. Never locate heater where it may fall 
into a bathtub or other water container.

8. Do not run cord under carpeting. Do not cover cord with throw
rugs, runners, or similar coverings. Do not route cord under furniture 
or appliances. Arrange cord away from traffic area and where it will 
not be tripped over.

9. To disconnect the heater, turn control to OFF, then remove the plug 
from the outlet.

10. Do not insert or allow foreign objects to enter any ventilation or 
exhaust opening as this may cause an electric shock or fire, or
damage to the heater.

Symbols

1. Place the heater on a firm, level surface, after assembling per 
this manual. Plastic or rubber tabs, like the feet on this unit, may 
stick to furniture surfaces and/or hardwood floors. The unit may 
leave a residue that could darken, stain or leave permanent 
blemishes on the finish of certain furniture surfaces, including 
wood surfaces, and/or hardwood floors.

2. Plug the cord set into a 120 volt AC outlet. Be sure that the 
plug fits tightly into outlet. When plugs fit loosely into 
receptacles, they may slip partially or completely out of the 
receptacle with only the slight movement of the attached cord. 
Receptacles in this condition may overheat and pose a serious 
fire hazard; if covered by a curtain or drape, the fire hazard is 
even greater.

3. When the heater is initially plugged in, there will be a "beep" 
and the Digital Screen  indicates current temperature. The 
Digital Screen  will remain lit until the heater is unplugged from 
the electrical outlet. (Figure 2)

4. Turn the heater ON by pressing the Power Button        . 

5. Press the        and        buttons at the same time for two 
seconds to change the display to show the temperature reading 
in Celsius. Press the same two buttons together again to change 
the display back to show the temperature reading in Fahrenheit. 

6. Upon turning the heater on, the unit will be in HIGH heat.

7. Press the        button to switch over FAN, LOW heat  or HIGH heat.

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Timer Function (Figure 3)

The timer function may be activated when the heater display is in 
any function. This function allows you to set the length of time 
the heater will run before turning itself off, from 1 hour to 12 hours. 
Pressing the Timer Button        will increase the length of time 
by 1 hour each time this button is pressed. After the display 
reflects 12 hours, pressing the Timer Button        once more will 
reset the heater to run continuously. The heater will turn off when 
the set time has elapsed. The unit can be turned back on by 
pressing the Power Button        .

Oscillation

Pressing the Oscillation Button        will allow the heater to 
oscillate back and forth. To stop the oscillation, press the 
Oscillation Button        again. When the heater is in Automatic 
Temperature Control, the oscillation function will stop when the 
set temperature is reached and resume when the heater turns 
back on.

8. To turn the heater OFF, press the Power Button        . The 
unit will first turn off the heating elements, the fan will be shut 
down 30 seconds later. Unplug the unit by pulling the plug from 
the electrical outlet only after the fan stopped.

Automatic Temperature Control (Figure 4)    
The automatic temperature function will only operate on HIGH or 
LOW heat. You cannot set the temperature automatically when the 
unit is in the FAN mode.

1. To set the room at a specific temperature, press the
button to the desired temperature. The heater is now in Auto 
Temperature Mode and the        indicator will glow on the LED 
display.

2. When the display shows the temperature at which you want to 
set the unit, the set temperature will flash several times and then 
the display will return to indicate the current room temperature 
and will gradually change as the room temperature changes.
NOTE: The temperature display does not indicate the 
temperature of the heated air being emitted by the heater.

3. Once the room temperature reaches 2 degrees above the set 
temperature, the heater will shut off. Once the room temperature 
reaches 2 degrees below the set temperature, the heater will 
turn back on and continue to cycle off and on to maintain the set 
temperature.

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This heater is equipped with a safety tip-over switch, which is 
located on the bottom of the heater. This feature cuts the main 
power to the heater if it gets knocked over. If the heater does tip 
over, simply stand it upright in order to resume operation.

This heater includes an Overheat Protection System that shuts 
the unit off when a potential overheat temperature is reached. If 
this occurs, the heater can only resume its normal operation after 
resetting it. To reset the heater:
1. Unplug the heater and wait 10 minutes for the unit to cool down.

2. After the 10 minutes, plug the unit in again and operate 
normally.

4. This function will cancel if the        button is pressed. 
NOTE: It is normal for the heater "fan" to run for approximately 
30 seconds when the heater shuts off after reaching the set 
temperature. 

1. Press the Power Button      to turn the heater OFF and unplug 
the heater before moving or cleaning. 

2. Interior dust can often be removed by using a vacuum cleaner 
with a crevice tool attachment.

3. To clean the enclosure, use a clean, soft and lightly damp 
cloth to gently wipe off the dirt from the surface of the unit. Be 
sure not to wet the Heating Element and the switches. Allow the 
unit to dry completely before use.

4. Do not use cleaning liquid or other chemicals to spray on the 
unit.
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
