1. Remove the screws (10), nut (9), metal washer (8), rubber washer (7) from the main 
body (1). (See image a)

2.  Put the main body into the hole with the O-ring (2), refix the rubber washer (7), metal 
washer (8), lock nut (9) and screws (10) from the bottom.

3. After adjusting the direction of the main body (1), tighten the lock nut (9) with hands 
and tighten the screws (10) with a wrench or a Philips screwdriver. (See image b)

4. Push the connecting hose (3) and spray hose (5) together. Attach the weight (11) to 
the spray hose (5) at the marked location. (See image c)

5. Connect the water inlet hoses (4) to the angle stops. Tighten with a wrench.
     Do not over-tighten. (See image d)
6. Turn the water supply back on. Remove the spray head (6) from the hose (5), hold the 

hose in the sink, and run hot and cold water for 1 minute to flush the system. Check 
for leaks. Reinstall the spray head when done. (See image e)
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
