Enjoy as a ground cover 
after bloom. Perfect choice for the Northeast 
since they will naturalize freely. USDA zone 
appropriate in all 3-8 zoned gardens.

Continue to maintain moisture 
level. The foliage will wither away during the summer months at which time you may remove any foliage 
that is left. Continue to water the plant to maintain moisture.
