ENERGY EFFICIENT USE OF CELING FANS

Ceiling fan performance and energy savings
rely heavily on the proper installation and
use of the ceiling fan. Here are a few tips
to ensure efficient product performance.

Choosing the Appropriate Mounting Location
Ceiling fans should be installed, or
mounted, in the middle of the room and
at least 10 feet from floor to the blade
and 18 inches from wall to the blade. If
ceiling height allows, install the fan 8—9
feet from floor to the blade for optimal
airflow. Consult your erangroup Retailer for
optional mounting accessories.

Turn Off When Not in the Room

Ceiling fans cool people, not rooms. If
the room is unoccupied,turn off the ceiling
fan to save energy.

Summer Season: Use the ceiling fan in
