Large Chandelier

Warmly Reminder: prior to installation, please do a simple test to make
sure every light can be lit on. If you find any lights not on, please do not
install, return it and request for new one

Wiring Instruction

1. Insert the green grounding screw into the hole with two raised

dimples on the mounting bar. Wrap the ground wire from the fixture

(if supplied) around the green grounding screw, then connect it to

ground wire from the outlet box (if not fixed on the outlet box) using a

wire connector(not supplied). If ground wire from the fixture is not

supplied, wrap the ground wire (if not fixed on the outlet box) from the

outlet box around the green grounding screw and tighten it.

NEVER CONNECT GROUND WIRE TO BLACK OR WHITE POWER

SUPPLY WIRES.

2.Take note of the color of the wire(s) on your fixture. Identify which

group your fixture wire(s) falls into and connect the wires according

to the directions below:

[GROUP A]:
Connect to Black House Wire

[GROUP B]:
Connect to White House Wire

Assembly Instruction

1.Erect the lamp socket, and then press down the sleeve to cover Cleaning

the whole lamp socket. To clean, wipe fixture with a soft cloth. Clean glass with a mild soap.

2..Link Loop (C) and Fixture body (A) by Stem (B).
3.Fix Mounting strap (H) to outlet box with Screw (G).

Do not use abrasive materials such as scouring pads or powders, steel
wool or abrasive paper.
4.Thread the wire through Canopy lock ring (E) and Canopy (F)

and hang Fixture chain (D) to Mounting strap (G).

5.Connect the wires according to the picture above. . .
