Foreign country
voltage may be 220/240 volts or 110/120 volts with variations in the wall
outlets. This Foreign Voltage Adaptor is designedtoconvertyour 2-FLAT-
PIN plug to the correct type of foreign wall outlet and convert the foreign
electricity to 110/120 volts tofit your appliances. Model 1850 Foreign
