• The Tripod Adapter allows for the SeeDevil™ Balloon Light 
to be installed on the SeeDevil™ 6.5 ft Tripod. 

• To install, firmly screw in the Tripod Adapter to the base of 
the fixture.

4.2.2 Eye Bolt

to torque the Eye Bolt, turning in a clockwise direction. 
Caution: Overcranking may result in serious injury.

4.2.3 C-Clamp

• The C-Clamp is a 2" pipe clamp meant for poles, pipes, 
sca�olds no larger than 2". When using the SeeDevil™clamp 
system, first make sure the pole, pipe or mounting location 
suitable for the chosen clamp is strong enough to mount or 
suspend any objects from it. Only mount the clamp system 
to locations meant for installing, hanging, clamping or 
mounting heavy objects to them, such as theatre sca�old-
ing.

• Attach the C-Clamp to the fixture with the included 3/8" bolt 
and firmly tighten it using the included wrench.
