• To change speed, squeeze the trigger to increase 
  the speed and release the trigger slightly to 
  decrease the speed.
• Release the trigger completely to stop the blower.

2. Using cruise control lever
This blower is equipped with a cruise control 
function.
• Squeeze the trigger (I) to start the unit.
• Once the unit is on, pull back the cruise control  
  lever (H) clockwise to increase the speed. This will 
  lock the speed at the desired setting.
• To decrease the speed, push the cruise control  
  lever (H) counterclockwise to decrease the speed 
  to the desired setting.

3. Operating the blower
• To keep from scattering debris, blow around the outer edges of a debris pile. Never blow directly into 
  the center of a pile.

In dusty conditions, slightly dampen 
  surfaces when water is available.
