Your cleaner contains a thermal protective device to shut off the motor to avoid over-
heating. If this happens, turn switch off and unplug the cleaner. Inspect the exhaust,
inlet, and filters for any blockage. Empty the dirt container and clean filters. After

approximately 30 minutes the motor will have cooled and the vacuum will be ready to
use. NOTE: the cleaner must remain unplugged during the 30 minute cooling period.

HOW TO OPERATE

HOSE ASSEMBLY

Insert the short end of the
hose onto the tool caddy
holder on the right side.

Tip bottom of dirt cup into
cleaner and push forward.
Dirt cup lid will snap into
handie.

HANDLE RELEASE

To release the handle, push
the handle release pedal
located on the lower left side
of the cleaner.
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Insert hose handle into the
left side of the cleaner. Press
down firmly. Press hose into
top and sides of tool caddy.

TOOL STORAGE

Attach tools: (a) Slide the 2-in-
1 tool onto post on the back
panel. (b) Slide the crevice
tool into round slot on right
side of tool caddy. (c) Slide the
extension wand into round
slot on left side of tool caddy.

CORD RELEASE

Use the cord guides to store
the cord out of the way while
vacuuming.

Assemble dirt cup lid to the
dirt cup.

ON/OFF PEDAL

Plug cord into electrical
outlet. Turn cleaner on by
depressing foot pedal locat-
ed on the back left side of
the cleaner.

FLOOR/CARPET
CLEANING

HOW TO OPERATE CONTINUED

*REGULAR MAINTENANCE: Fach time the dirt container is emptied, the filter should be cleaned. Tap the fil-
ter firmly against the inside of a trash can until the dirt stops falling from the filter. (Filter will be discolored
after use, this will not affect the filter's performance.) Do not brush the filter. The cleaning instructions may
vary depending on the dirt conditions. In some cases, more or less cleaning of the filter may be required.
