locked place out of the reach of children.

Check with local codes for possible
special disposal instructions.

Do not open or mutilate the batteries. Released electrolyte is corrosive and may cause damage
to the eyes or skin. It may be toxic if swallowed.

Do not place battery tools or their batteries near fire or heat. This will reduce the risk of explosion
and possibly injury.

Batteries can explode in the presence of a source of ignition, such as a pilot light. To reduce the
risk of serious personal injury, never use any cordless product in the presence of an open flame.

PREPARATION

Before beginning assembly of product, make sure all parts are present. Compare parts with package
contents list and hardware contents list. If any part is missing or damaged, do not attempt to
assemble the product.

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

AWARNING

To avoid injury and to reduce the risk of electrical shock or fire:

» Replace the battery or charger immediately if the battery case or charger cord is damaged.

» Always make sure the safety lock-out switch is OFF before inserting or removing the battery.

» Always make sure the battery is removed and the switch turned OFF before inspecting, adjusting,
or maintaining any other part of the edger.

» Read, understand, and follow the Battery Charger instructions.

AWARNING

To avoid injury, adjust the auxiliary handle for optimum control and balance. Do not overreach when
operating grass edger. Keep proper balance at all times for better control of the tool in
unexpected situations.

1. Front handle

a. Position the front/auxiliary handle (E) onto the n

edger by sliding over the tube (J).

b. Once the front handle is in the desired position,
align the hole on the handle with the hole on the
bracket (CC), then slide the bolt (BB) through the top
of the handle and secure with the fastening knob (AA).
Tighten until there is no movement in the handle.

c. The front handle can be adjusted to a suitable
position.

Note: Do not overtighten the fastening knob. It could

cause the fastening clamp to break.

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ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

BATTERY

A IMPORTANT: The battery is not charged when it
is purchased. Before using the edger for

the first time, place the battery in the battery charger
and charge.

2. To install:

a. Align the battery (Q) with the cavity in the battery
housing.

b. Insert the battery into the handle until the battery
release button (A) locks into place. Push down on
the battery until it locks into place. You should hear
a “click” once it is installed.

Note: The battery can only be installed one way.

3. To remove:

a. Press the battery release button (A) on the edger. This will cause the battery to raise
out of the tool slightly.
b. Grasp the edger firmly and pull the battery out of the handle.

Note: The battery fits into the handle snugly in order to prevent accidental dislodging.

A WARNING: Follow these instructions in order to avoid injury and to reduce the risk of electric
shock or fire:

* Replace the battery immediately if the battery case is damaged.
+ Verify that the switch is in the OFF position before inserting or removing the battery.

» Verify that the battery is removed and the switch is in the OFF position before inspecting,
adjusting, or performing maintenance on any part of the edger.

» Do not squeeze the trigger while the edger is inverted.

» Do not carry the edger with your finger on the switch. Avoid unintentional starting.

1. To turn on:

a. Push the safety lock-out switch (D) forward to unlock.

b. Press the lock-off lever (C). Squeeze the trigger (B)
to start.
To turn off:

a. Release the trigger (B) .
b. Pull the safety lock-out switch (D) rearward to lock.

A CAUTION: Always allow 5 seconds or more for
the blade to stop rotating after releasing the trigger.
Do not invert the edger or place your hands under
the protective guard until the edger blade has come
to a complete stop.

2. To adjust the depth of cut:

a. Remove the battery pack.

b. Loosen the depth adjustment knob to increase or
decrease the depth.

c. Adjust the depth so that the blade barely touches
the ground when the machine is held in a normal
operating posture.

d. Tighten the depth adjustment knob.

e. Standing in a normal working position, check the
depth of cut again and correct if necessary.

f. Replace the battery pack once all adjustments are
complete.

Edger Tips

A WARNING

Always hold the edger away from the body keeping clearance between your body and the edger.
Any contact with the edger cutting head while operating can result in serious personal injury.
+ Hold the edger with your right hand on the rear

handle and your left hand on the front handle.
* Keep a firm grip with both hands while in operation.
» Edger should be held at a comfortable position with
the rear handle about hip height.

* The edger will edge along sidewalks, driveways,
flower beds, curbs, and similar areas.

* Cut at a steady pace. If the blade begins to bog down,
you are edging too fast; slow your pace. Do not
force the blade into ground.

» Light contact of the blade against the sidewalk edge,

curb, etc., is acceptable and will not damage the edger.
- Best appearance is obtained when grass is dry.

Avoid edging in wet soil or wet grass areas or the

blade guard might clog and result in an uneven

edge. If the blade guard becomes clogged, stop

the edger, remove the battery, and remove

debris from the blade guard.
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CARE AND MAINTENANCE

1. Replacing the skid plate

a. Remove the screws.
b. Replace with the new skid plate.

c. Tighten the screws.

2. Replacing the wheel

a. Remove the battery.

b. Remove the wing nut (K), washer (L), axle
sleeve (M), wheel (1), axle sleeve (M), rubber
washer (N) and wheel axle (O) orderly from
the wheel assembly.

c. Replace with the new wheel.

d. Insert the wheel axle (O) through the slot

downward, then put the rubber washer (N),
axle sleeve (M), wheel (l), axle sleeve (M),

washer (L) and wing nut (K) orderly through
the wheel axle (O).

e. Tighten the wing nut (K).

OIEdger Guard and Motor Maintenance

Note: Before performing maintenance, remove battery

from the tool.

a. Remove dirt and debris from guard using a paint
brush (not included).

b. Clean dirt and debris off of motor cover and
connection joints.

c. Clean the blade by using a wire brush and
spraying with an appropriate degreaser.
