A1: Unscrew ball knobs (J) from canopy (I), then
gently remove mounting plate (F) from

canopy (I).

A2: Adjust the length of cords (D) to achieve
the desired height of the mounted fixture.

1) Use Allen wrench (K) to unscrew the screws in
strain reliefs (C), carefully pull and push cords
(D) from canopy (I) and strain reliefs
(C) to lengthen or shorten cords (D).

2) Once the desired height of fixture is achieved,
carefully tighten the screws in strain reliefs (C).

A3: Secure mounting plate (F) to the outlet box
with mounting screws (H), plastic anchors (E)
and wood screws (A).
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4. Make wire connections

As: Unscrew socket rings (O) from sockets (L).
Carefully position glass shades (N) and wire
lampshades (M) onto the sockets (L).
