Do not put hot items directly on furniture surface.

Do not write on furniture without a padded barrier to
protect the surface.

Do not place furniture outside . For indoor use only.

Stains may be removed with mild soap solution and
damp cloth.

This Bed has multiple parts and may require up to some 60 minutes to
assemble. To give you an overview of the Bed parts, the above picture is
to help you put the various parts into perspective. Please read through the
instructions below to familiarise yourself with the parts and steps before
assembly.
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To assemble the headboard: Attach the upper headboard panel (A) to the lower
headboard panel (B) by using wood pegs (@) first. Next, attach the metal plates
(@) by using screws (@) with the necessary assembly tools (Not included) (@).

Attach the Iron Bass (@) by using screws () and the Wood puzzles
(F) by using screws (@) to the Headboard of step 1 with necessary
assembly tools (Not included) ((12)).
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Attach the Iron Leg (E) to the Footboard panel(C) by using Screws ()
with necessary assembly tools (Not included) ((12)).

Step 4

Attach the Iron Bass (@) by using screws () and the Wood puzzles
(F) by using screws (@) to the Footboard of step 3 with necessary
assembly tools (Not included) ((12)).
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Attach the Iron bass (@) to the left and right Side rails (D) by using Screws
(@) with the necessary assembly tools (Not included) ((12)).

Step 6

Attach the left and right Side rails (D) to the Headboard of step 2 and
Footboard of step 4 by using Bolts ((1)) with Allen Wrench ((11)).
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the necessary assembly tools (Not included) ((12).

Tighten Support legs (H) to Vertical bar (G)




Inspect the Bed and make sure all parts are adequately connected.
Adjust the Levelers to desired height to avoid wobbles.

Your bed is ready for use.

CARE INSTRUCTIONS:

Hardware may loosen overtime. Periodically check that all connections are
tight.

Wipe with a soft, dry cloth. To protect finish, avoid the use of chemicals
and household cleaners.
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
