If the light on the front of your Stick Up Cam is flashing after setup, it’s
updating its software.

Do not remove the battery from your Stick Up Cam while the light is flashing!

2. Install your Stick Up Cam.

Choose a location.

Stick Up Cam is happy just about anywhere, indoors or out. It comes ready
to sit on a flat surface like a table or shelf, but can also be mounted to a wall.

Choose a spot where it can provide the view you want.

Table or shelf Mounted on a wall

Wanna mount to a ceiling?
Mount to a ceiling with the Ring Stick Up Cam Mount (sold separately).



How to use Stick Up Cam

on a table or shelf:

Insert the charged battery, then place it at your chosen location. Your Stick
Up Cam is now ready to protect you.

Once you're done, check out the live video in the Ring app to make sure
you have the view you want.

If you'd like a downward camera angle...

Swivel the base around so that the long side faces the front, then tilt your
Stick Up Cam so it points downward.

Install the security screws (optional).
Your Stick Up Cam comes with two optional security screw locations.
One secures the battery compartment, and the other secures the mounting

bracket to the base. To use them, open the battery compartment and/or
remove the mounting bracket, then pop out the rubber plug(s).

a Swivel the base so the long side faces the front.

Insert and drive the security screw into the base screw location with a
standard Phillips-head screwdriver (not included).

Turn your Stick Up Cam over to access the battery compartment screw
hole, and drive the second security screw.




How to install Stick Up Cam

Slide it down to remove it from the base.

Remove the base.
Unscrew it using a standard Phillips-head screwdriver (not included).

Drive the screws.

Hold the bracket against your
wall, making sure the “UP” arrow
is pointing upward, and mount it
with the included screws.

Re-attach the base. .
