The Fan Dose Not Respond to the Remote Control.

= Chack that all wire connections ane carrect and secura.

= Werily thal tha power is turned on and reaching the recaiver,

= Verify that the hatteries of the remote cantrol are installed with the correct polarity, making sure to install the + (positive) end of the batteries on the
solid end and the - inegative} end on the spring.

The Fan Makes a Humming Noise.

= Make sure tha controls you use are supplied with your {an.

* Make sura afl accessories are securely faslansd. Looss parts aften cause a vibrating noise or buzzing sound.
* Disessemble tha fan and reinstalfing it can somebimes remady this resonant vibrating natse.

The Fan Makes a Repetitive Ticking Moise.

= it tha molor gets stuck-and cannot rotats, the bozzecwill emit a continuows doubls basp as a waming. These warning Sounds are intended 1o alert
users o the abnormal conditions of the motor and prompt them o perdorm necessary repalrs-or nspeclions.

About light’ color temperature

The remoie control's light memaory function can only remember the light's onfoff slate, notthe color temparature. Therefors, we have added a program
to remember the fight's color temperaturs in the LED light itself. You can selscliremambear the light's cofor temperature by using the “lighl onloil” switch
onthe remoie confrol. When you turn tha light on and then ofl, the program will record tha time of turning off. ifthe light is turned off for fess than 7
seconds, when you tum it on agalin, the light will swilch tothe next color temperature. I tha light 1s turned off for more than 7 seconds, whean you fum i
o again, the lignt will remember the iaat color iemperature used. This program is designed this way because most people tend to use a specific color
temparature continuoushy until they ne lenger nead it and turn It off, which usually takes more than ¥ secends.

Itis normal for some LED Haht te reguira te e furmed off formore than 30 seconds to remember the las! color temperaturs used, The axact lime
required for the light source ta remember the last color temperaturs may vary depanding on the speciiis light seurce and [1s programming. However,
the defaull ime ol # seconds lor remembering the last color lemperalure used is sultable for mast LED lights,
