15. Do not insert anything between fan blades while the fan is operating.
16.Turn the fan off and wait for it to stop before reversing fan's rotating direction.

22.The total weight of the fan install to outlet boxis 5.9 kg, check that the outlet box is securely installed in
place such that it is able to support at least the fan weight.
23. When mounted directly to the building structure, appliance installation shall not expose combustible
material and do not install the appliance to a ceiling with combustible finish. The installation of the appli-
ance cannot leave the wood of the rafters or any thermal insulation exposed to the interior of the room.
