The reversing switch is located inside the light
fixture. It can only be accessed when the glass is removed. Slide the reversing switch to the opposite position. Restart
the fan.

e Make sure the blades spin freely.

e Turn off power from the circuit breaker, then loosen
the canopy and check all the connections according
to the wiring diagram.

Troubleshooting

Excessive Wobbling

e Make sure the blades are properly installed on the
blade iron posts.

e Turn the power off, support the fan carefully, and
check that the hanger ball is properly seated.

e Use the provided balancing kit and instructions to
balance the fan.

Noisy Operation

o Make sure the blades are properly installed.

e Check to see if any of the blades are cracked. If so,

e Check the plug connection in the switch housing.
