1.MUST BE COPPER AND SUITABLE FOR AT LEAST 75°C.
   HS1250-06 -- minimum 10 gauge SJO or SJTo copper type wiringrequired.
   HS1275-08 -- minimum 8 gauge SJO or SJTo copper type wiringrequired.
   HS1285-08 -- minimum 7 gauge SJO or SJTo copper type wiringrequired.
   HS12100-08 -- minimum 6 gauge SJO or SJTo copper type wiringrequired.

2.MUST BE CHOOSE THE APPROPRIATE ONE DOUBLE POLE BREAKERS.
   HS1250-06 -- no less than 30AMPS double pole breakers 
   HS1275-08 -- no less than 40AMPS double pole breakers 
   HS1285-08 -- no less than 45AMPS double pole breakers
   HS12100-08 -- no less than 50AMPS double pole breakers

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

This button adjusts the 3 heating stages: OFF ，FA (Fan Only)，AU : LOW (5000W displays "L") 
 or High(7500W displavs“H”).

This LED display shows the set point for the temperature and timer functions. When either of 
these functions is activated, the display the set point for about 10 seconds and then fades to 
black. Any change to the set point of the temperature or timer will reactivate the display, which 
again fades after about 10 seconds.

This button controls the Timer OFF (no display) and 8 settings from 1 to 8 hours. When 
the Timer isturned on,it will come on at the shortest time setting (1hour). Each time the 
Timer button is pressed.the time increases by 1 hour, up to the longest setting (8 hours). 
Once the set time expires, all garageheaters functions wil be automatically turn off.

In the AU (H/L) gear，when the set temperature morethan or equal to ambient  
temperature 1 degrees ，but less than or equal to 5 degrees,the heater will be switched 
toow power to save energy.The heater is firing  high power only when the set temperature
is out of 5 degrees range. Until the ambient  temperature more than set temperature,The 
heater is stop heating，but fan will stop work after 60 seconds.
