   Use the learning code mode to pair the emitter and receiver.
 - Open battery cover on the hand-held remote and install battery, pair of AAA of emitter 
   (1.5V) that are not included. 

If the emitter can not control the fan, learning code matching mode is used between 
emitter and receiver.
Turn “ON” the supply power within 10 seconds and press the emitter’s “       ” button for 5 
seconds, it can load normally after hearing a long sound “beep”, which means learning 
successfully and it can works normally.
When the emitter cannot control the receiver,please check the battery switch touching 
normally or not, correction of the positive and negative, full or empty of the power.
