INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
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Remove the diffuser lens by using the supplied suction cup to lift up one end of the 
lens from the supporting channels.  Once partially lifted up, the rest of the lens can be 
peeled back and completely released from the fixture body.
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Align the fixture on mounting surface to its desired orientation and mark the 4 keyhole 
slot locations onto the mounting surface.  Drill the required pilot holes if studs are 
available or use drywall anchors as needed.  Secure screws to mounting surface and 
leave a 1/4 inch gap between screw heads and mounting surface.

Using wirenuts to connect the appropriate input leads as shown in the following 
section. Either make the connections behind the fixture and tuck wires into junction 
box, or pull supply leads through the fixture opening and make the connections inside 
the fixture housing.  If connections are to be made inside the fixture housing, it may 
help to mount the fixture to the mounting surface first as shown in the next step. 
Note: Ensure that the wires and wirenuts are tucked away from the LED diodes to 
prevent casting a shadow on the diffuser lens.
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If wires are connected behind the fixture, carefully tuck the wires and wirenuts into the 
junction box before mounting the fixture.
Align the fixture with the four (4) mounting screw heads so that the screw heads pass 
through the center part of the keyhole slots, slide the fixture to either side so that the 
screw heads are supporting the narrow slots of the keyhole profile.  
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Re-install the diffuser lens by seating both sides of one end into each of the extruded 
channels and carefully press each side as you make your way down the length of the 
diffuser lens until it is fully seated.  
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WIRING DIAGRAM

Clean with a mild, non-abrasive glass cleaner and soft cloth.  Do NOT use solvents or clean-
ers containing abrasive agents.  When cleaning the fixture, make sure the power is turned 
off, and any liquid spray should be applied to the cleaning cloth and not sprayed directly onto 
the fixture itself.

TROUBLESHOOTING

WARRANTY

Problem Possible Solution Corrective Action

Fixture does not light.

Circuit breaker trips 
when light is turned on.

1. Power is off.

2. Incorrect wire connection.
3. Defective wall switch.

Crossed wires or power 
wire is grounded out.

Verify wires are correctly 
connected.

1. Check circuit breaker 
or wall switch.
