6. Make sure the voltage you are using is 120V. The maximum wattage is LED, 8W.
7. Keep the lamp away from acidic and alkaline substances in case of damaging the surface of the lamp.
8. When replacing bulbs, you should turn off or unplug the lamp and you must wait until it is cool as bulbs get hot 

quickly.

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Raise canopy (F) to the ceiling and secure canopy 
(F) in place by tightening studs (E) onto the pre-
assembled screws in mounting plate (A).

Insert crystal strips into the corresponding 
positions as shown in the picture.

To adjust the hanging height of the fixture:

● Press down and hold lock nut (G) by hand.
● Pull or push steel wires (I) in and out of canopy 

(F) to increase or decrease the hanging height.
