| Because of the fan's natural movement, some connections may became loose. Check the suppart connections,
brackets, and blade attachments twice a year. Make sure they are secure. It is not necessary to remove the fan
from the ceiling.

1 Clean your fan pericdically to help maintan its new appearance over the years,: Do not use water when cleaning,
as lhis could damage the molor, ar the wood, or possibly cause an electrical shack. Use anly a sofl brush or linl-lree
cloth 1o avoid scratching the finish. The plating Is sealed with a lacquer to minimize discoloration or tarnishing,

U You can apply a light coat of furniture polish to the wooed for additional protection and enhanced beauty, Cover smiall
seratches with a light application of shoe polish.
