Overview

This Barstool has multiple parts and may require up to some 30 minutes to 
assemble. To give you an overview of the  Barstool parts, the above picture 
is to help you put the various parts into perspective. Please read through the 
instructions below to familiarise yourself with the parts and steps before 
assembly.
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Left Front Leg(A)

Left Hind Leg(B)
Right Hind Leg(C)

Right Front Leg(D)

Armrest(E)

Seat Cushion(F)

Bottom frame(G)

FRONT  FACING
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Step 1

Place all Parts on a clean, flat surface. 

Step 2

Install the Wooden Tenons(⑥) into the sides of the Seat cushion(F) as 
pictured above.

Step 3
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Plass the Left Front Leg (A) and Right Front Leg (D) to the Seat Cushion (F) 
and Bottom Frame (G), and then secure it with Allen Wrench (①), long Bolts 
(③), Spring Washer (④) and Flat Washer (⑤), as shown in the picture 
above.
D o  not fu lly  tighten  the  bo lts  a t th is  tim e.
Step 4

Insert the Left Hind Legs (B) and Right Hind Legs (C) onto the Seat Cushion 
(F) and Bottom Frame  (G), use the Allen Wrench (F), Short Bolts (②), Spring 
Washer (④) and Flat Washer (⑤), as shown in the picture above.
D o  not fu lly  tighten  the  bo lts  a t th is  tim e.

Step 5
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Install Armrest (E) onto the 4 Legs as pictured above.

Step 6

Flip the Barstool upside down as shown.

Step 7

N ote: The  handra il  should  not fa ll o ff w hen  flipped .
Affix Screws (⑦) using a Screwdriver (⑧) as pictured above. 
Tighten  a ll the  S crew s  and  B olts .
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Step 8

CAUTION 1: When tightening the screws and bolts, tighten sequentially.
If there are any wobbles after tightening, loosen the screws and bolts and 
execute this same process.
Ensure all screws and bolts are fully locked into position.
Caution 2: This Barstool can only be used on a flat, level surface.
Your Barstool is ready for use.
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
