The fan must be mounted with a minimum of 7 ft. (2m)
clearance from the trailing edge of the blades to the floor.

Do not operate the reversing switch while the fan blades
are in motion. You must turn the fan off and stop the
blades before you reverse the blade direction.

Do not place objects in the path of the blades.

To avoid personal injury or damage to the fan and
other items use caution when working around or
cleaning the fan.

Electrical diagrams are for reference only. Light kits that
are not packed with the fan must be UL-listed and marked
suitable for use with the model fan you are installing.
Switches must be UL General Use Switches. Refer to the
instructions packaged with the light kits and switches for
proper assembly.

After making electrical connections , spliced conductors
should be turned upward and pushed carefully up into
tne outlet box.The wires should be spread apart with the
grounded conductor and the equipment-grounding
conductor on one side of the outlet box.

10, All setscrews must be checked and retightened where
necessary before installation.

1. Use metal outlet box suitable for fan
support and use only the screws provided
with the outlet box (must support 35
Ibs). Before attaching fan to outlet box,
ensure the outlet box is securely fastened
by at least two points to a structural
ceiling member ( a loose box will cause
the fan to wobble). Remove the two outlet
box screws provided with the box,
aligning the holes of the mounting plate
with the holes of the outlet box. Reinstall
the 2 outlet box screws securely.

2.Loosen 2 screws across from each other
and remove the other 2 preassembled
screws from mounting plate
(Corresponding to installation step 6).

Save screws for later use.

3.Set dip switches on the Remote Transmitter and Remote Receiver to the

same settings. This must be done so the units will communicate properly. If you
have other fans you can set to control from one Transmitter by setting

receivers the same as the Transmitter. If you have more than one fan with remote,
you can set the dip switches to different positions to have separate control.

Note: Remote receiver is located on the top plate of motor assembly as shown in

4 Mounting plate for hands-free wiring and safety cable installation.

For Canadian installation and for USA fan and light kit combinations over 35 Ibs, in both
ush and downrod modes the safety cable must be installed into the house structure
beams using 3 lag screws, washers and lock washers provided. Make sure that when the
safety cable is fully extended the lead wires are longer than the cable and no stress is
placed on the lead wires. Note: If Installing The Secondary Support Safety Cable

in the U.S., Do Not Remove Knockouts In The QOutlet Box.

OPERATING YOUR FAN

Turn on the power and check the operation of the fan.The
remote controls the fan speed and light.

The appropriate speed settings for warm or cool weather depends

on factors such as the room size,ceiling height,and number of fans.

The switch controls the direction of the blades:
forward or reverse.

@ NOTE:Wait for the fan to stop before reversing the
direction of the blade rotation

A.Warm weather-(Forward) Adownward airflow creates a
cooling effect. This allows you to set your air conditioner on a
highter setting without affecting your comfort.

B.Cool weather-(Forward) An upward airflow moves warm air
off of the ceiling.This allows you to set your heating uniton a
lowering setting without affecting your comfort.
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A.Warm Weather
(summertime)

B.Cool Weather
(wintertime)



1) Fans Balance |

Put the clip in the center of a blade.

turn on the fan and if the shake persists,
put the clip in another blade until the shake
is reduced. Then this blade will need the
counterweight.

Place the clip on the blade that needs the
counterweight and try the best place to
place it, from the center to the tip of the
blade, until the wobble disappears.

Paste the counterweight on the surface of
the blade which near the clip, remove the
clip and test the fan. If it keep staggering,
put another counterweight. if it gets worse,
try another better area to place it.

please try it patiently till the fan is balance.



@ Care and Cleaning

WARNING:Make sure the power is off before cleaning
your fan.

O Because of the fan's natural movement, some connections may become loose.Check the support connections,brackets,and blade
attachments twice a year. Make sure they are secure. It is not necessary to remove the fan from the ceiling.

O Clean your fan periodically to help maintain its new appearance over the years. Do not use water when cleaning, as this could damage
the motor or the wood, or possibly cause an electrical shock. Use only a soft brush or lint—free cloth to avoid scratching the finish. The
plathing is sealed with a lacquer to minimize discoloration or tarnishing.

OYou can apply a light coat of furniture polish to the wood for additional protection and enhanced beauty. Cover small scratches with a
light application of shoe polish.

OYou do not need to oil your fan. The motor has permanently—lubricated sealed ball bearings.

O Allow a 24-hour "breaking in" period. Most noises associated with a new fan disappear during this time.

The fan is noisy. O If you are using the Ceiling Fan light kit,ensure the screws securing the glassware are tight.Check that the light
O bulbs are also secure.

[0 Ensure the canopy is a short distance from the ceiling.It should not touch the ceiling.

[J Ensure your outlet box is secure and rubber isolator pads wereused between the mounting plate and outlet box.
