IMPORTANT GENERAL INFORMATION
This unit is best installed by two people.
Cover drain with tape prior to installation to prevent the loss of small parts.

Unpack your unit carefully and inspect for freight damage. Lay out and identify all parts using Box
Contents as a reference. Before discarding the carton check to see that no small hardware parts have
fallen to the bottom of the box. If any parts are damaged or missing refer to the description noted in the
instructions when inquiring about replacements.

When installing coordinating bath walls, additional studs may be required.
Refer to those installation instructions prior to installing base.
Take extra care when driving nails or screws to avoid damaging the base.




— 1 INSTALLATION AND FRAMING INSTRUCTIONS

The alcove opening dimensions should be at least 1/8" (3mm) larger than dimensions shown on
spec page for the model being installed.

For the best fit, the opening measurements should be verified against the actual
shower base received.
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2" (51 mm) c/L Opening 5" x 5"
PVC Waste Pipe (127 x127 mm)

1a. Ensure that the floor and stud walls are square and plumb on a level floor as shown in Figure A.
Provide a 5" x 5" (127 x 127 mm) opening in the floor for the drain and refer to the product rough-in
on the specification page for actual drain location.

— 2 INSTALLATION OF DRAIN ASSEMBLY
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2a. Install shower drain fitting. Slip 2" diameter pipe (supplied by installer) through shower drain hole in
receptor. Install Rubber Gasket over the drain pipe. Use a screw driver to make sure the gasket is
seated to the bottom of the drain receptor. Complete installation by snapping Strainer into place.
NOTE: Watertight installation of the drain is installer’s responsibility. Drain leakage is excluded from
the limited warranty.

3a. Place base into position and check for level in several directions. (Figure C)
NOTE: If base is not level, shim or level sub floor using optional mortar.
Shower Base is not directly fastened to studs.

4a. Tape over the strainer to protect the finish and prevent construction debris from entering the drain.
Finish installation as shown in (Figure E)

4b. Install wall material over shower base flange according to wall manufacturer instructions.
Once wall material is installed, caulk around the areas where the wall meets the shower base.
4c. Remove the tape over the strainer and place drain cover over the drain.




— POST INSTALLATION CLEAN-UP

Remove all construction debris. Tile grout can be removed with a wooden popsicle stick or tongue depressor.
Do not use wire brushes or any other metal implement on bath surface.

Post installation clean-up generally can be completed using warm water and liquid dishwashing detergent.
Stubborn dirt or stains may be removed using granular Spic and Span® mixed with water.

Painter’s naphtha can be used to remove excess adhesives and/or wet oil-base paint.

AFTERCARE AND CLEANING
e Excessively hot water may cause surface damage.

e HARSH CHEMICALS SHOULD NEVER BE USED ON SHOWER BASE SURFACE. Clean after use with a
mild liquid household detergent cleaner. Do not use Lestoil, Lysol Disinfectant (spray or concentrate), or Lysol
Basin, Tub and Tile Cleaner, Windex, Mr. Clean, Dow Disinfectant Bathroom Cleaner, or cleaning products in
aerosol cans.

¢ Do not use wire brushes, knives or sharp objects to remove stains, cigarette tar deposits, or other surface
blemishes.

e Abrasive cleaners or powders must not be used, since they will dull the surface. If the glossy surface loses
its sheen, dulled areas or light scratches can be restored by rubbing with a white “automotive type” polishing
compound and waxing with a “liquid wax.”

¢ Do not wax areas where you walk or stand.

¢ Do not allow nail polish remover, acetone, dry cleaning fluid, paint remover or other solvents to come into
contact with the surface.

e Clean the surrounding surface immediately after using caustic drain cleaners.
e Burning cigarettes will damage the surface.
