Maintaining your Whirlpool 
Tub or Air Bath:
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 MAINTAIN YOUR BATHTUB

To ensure your whirlpool tub or air bath remains in 
optimal condition, it's crucial to regularly flush out 
and clean its jets.

For an air bath, the process is straightforward. 
Simply activate the jets when the bath is empty, or 
utilize the bath's built-in drying cycle. This quick step 
effectively dries and flushes out the tub's jets within 
minutes.

However, cleaning a whirlpool tub requires a bit more 
effort:

1.Begin by filling the tub until the water level is a few 
inches above the jets.

2.Add a couple of cups of vinegar to the water or use 
a recommended cleaning product such as bleach or 
dishwashing detergent (refer to the manufacturer's 
instructions to ensure compatibility).

3.Turn off the air induction valves and switch on the 
jets. Allow them to run for approximately 15 minutes.

4.Drain the tub and repeat the process if necessary.

While cleaning the jets of a whirlpool tub may seem 
like a chore, it's essential for preventing the buildup 
of debris and mold, ultimately preserving the relax-
ation experience of your baths.

Keep in mind that if you frequently use your jetted tub 
(several times per week), you'll need to flush out its 
jets more regularly to maintain optimal performance.

CLEANING

REMOVE SCRATCHES
1.Dampen a sponge and cleanse the surface with warm 
  water and dishwashing liquid, then rinse thoroughly.

2.Avoid abrasive cleaners or chemicals; ensure your
   chosen products are safe for acrylic tubs.

3.Gently sand the scratched area using 800 and 1200
   grit sandpaper in circular motions.

4.Cleanse the sanded area with a damp sponge and
   rinse well.

5.Apply an acrylic polishing compound mixed with water 
    using a soft cloth, buffing in circular motions for a
    smooth finish.

6.Wipe away any excess residue and rinse the tub with 
    warm water, then dry with a soft cloth.

Clean your bathtub with a mild soap like dishwashing 
liquid mixed with warm water. Avoid abrasive cleaning 
pads; opt for a soft sponge or microfiber cloth instead. 
Use vinegar to tackle hard water stains and mildew. 
Rinse with warm water and dry with a soft cloth. For a 
glossy finish, buff your tub every three months using 
white polishing compound. Avoid harsh tools like metal 
scrapers or wire brushes.

MAINTENANCE
1.Please use normal liquid detergent and soft cloth to 
   clean the bathtubdon't use any detergent with ketone 
   or chlorine water. When sterilizing,the disinfector with 
   Formic acid and formaldehyde is forbidden.

2.Please sanding with 2000# waterproof abrasive paper, 
   coating withtoothpaste, then polishing with soft cloth for
   any scratch or cigaretteburns on the surface of bathtub.

3.Do not use rough surface of the appliance and detergents 
   whichcontaining chemical solvent or particles to clean 
   the bathtub.

4.lf any dirty on the bathtub, please using wet towel with
   neutraldetergent to wipe, repeated three times, then
   it will be bright and newlook.
