Tighten the flywheel onto the bottom of fan motor assembly by using the three flywheel screws. (Fig.15)

Insert the fan blade into the slot of flywheel and tighten the fan blade by using the three blade screws and the three metal 
washers securely. Repeat same process for the other two blades. (Fig.16)
