We recommend installing the ventilation fan by securing the main body of the fan against one ceiling joist and using the hanger bars as
necessary for support of the adjoining joist.

There are multiple installation configurations possible for this ventilation fan. Not all configurations are shown. If your installation requires a
variation other than those shown, consult with a licensed contractor to determine the best installation for your project. If you are replacing
an existing fan, ensure that the new grille will adequately cover the existing opening.

Insert suspension bracket (CC) into the tabs on each side of
the fan housing (A) and then mount the fan housing (A) to
the joist by inserting the wood screws (AA) into the holes
indicated on the metal tabs of the fan housing (A). Tighten
the wood screws (AA) until the fan housing (A) is firmly
secured to the joist.

6 Attaching to the ceiling joist

o Attach the end of each of the suspension brackets (CC) to the
ceiling joist using wood screws (AA). Skip to step 10.
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Installing in spacing of 21-1/4"

Insert suspension brackets (CC) into the tabs on the fan
housing (A) and then slide suspension brackets (DD) into
suspension brackets (CC). Repeat on the opposite side of
the fan housing (A).

8 Positioning the fan housing

o Position the fan housing (A) so the bottom edge of the fan
housing (A) is flush with the ceiling board. Do not the flush
mount the fan housing (A) to the joist.

o Attach the end of each of the suspension brackets (CC & DD)
to the ceiling joists using wood screws (AA).

o Install a circular 4 in. duct (not included) (1) and secure it
with duct tape or clamps (neither included) (2).

o Finish ceiling work. The ceiling hole should be aligned with
the edge of the fan housing.

o Insert the fan housing through the existing hole in the
ceiling. The fan housing should be level and perpendicular
to the joist or stud.

o Mount the fan housing to the joist using three long wood
screws (AA) where indicated by arrows inside the fan housing.

1 0 Reattaching the motor assembly

o Plug the motor assembly back into the power unit.

o Reattach the motor assembly using the four screws (1)
removed in step 4.

1 1 Attaching the grille

o Attach grille (B) by pinching the mounting springs and
inserting them into the narrow rectangular slots in the fan
housing (A).

o Turn on power source. Test the unit.

Care and Maintenance

2 Removing dust

o Remove dust and dirt from the fan housing (A) with a
vacuum cleaner.

3 Cleaning the fan housing

o Wipe the fan housing (A) with a damp cloth and wipe dry.

4 Attaching the grille

o Attach grille (B) by pinching the mounting springs and inserting
them into the narrow rectangular slots in the fan housing (A).

o Turn on power source. Test the unit.

Troubleshooting

PROBLEM

POSSIBLE CAUSE

SOLUTION

The fan seems louder
than it should.

The CFM is too great.

Be sure the CFM rating on the fan matches the square
footage of your room.

The damper is damaged or not working properly.

Check the damper to ensure it is opening and closing
properly. If the damper has become damaged, please
call Customer Service.

The bend in the duct is too close to the fan

discharge.

Be sure you do not have any sharp bends in the duct
closer than 18 in. to the fan discharge.

The fan discharge is reduced to fit a smaller duct.

Use the recommended size ducting to reduce fan noise.

The fan body is not attached securely.

Be sure the fan is securely attached to the ceiling joists.

The fan is not clearing
the room.

There is insufficient airflow intake in the room.

Be sure a door or window is slightly ajar or opened to
allow airflow. The fan is not able to draw air out of
the room without enough airflow to draw from.

There is insufficient CFM.

Be sure the CFM rating on the fan matches the
requirements for your room size.

NOTE: Using a tissue is not the correct method
for determining if the fan is operating properly. If
@ the fan clears steam from the room within
approximately 15 minutes of completeing your
shower, then the fan is operating properly.
