INSTALLATION OPTION # 1
INSTALL SHOWER BASE IN A BED OF MORTAR

(Recommended Installation Method)

A sand-mix, topping/bedding mortar type is recommended for
installation of this shower base. Do Not use concrete or plaster.

Carefully read the mixing directions
on the bag of mortar. Mix the
bedding material accordingly,
then spread it onto the sub-floor.
Apply enough bedding material
to support the entire bottom of
the shower base.

After the bedding material has been
poured and before it sets, place the
shower base into position with the
drain assembly sliding over the PVC
waste pipe. It will be necessary to
push the shower base down until the
top edges of the tile flanges align
with the marks drawn on the studs
and the front edge is contacting the
sub-floor along the entire length
of the shower base. Ensure that the
base is level in all directions. You
may need to use shims to hold the
base level until the bedding material
fully sets and hardens. Remove all
excess mortar.

INSTALLATION OPTION # 2
INSTALL SHOWER BASE WITH SCREWS AND ADHESIVE

The shower base must be installed on a level sub-floor. If installation option # 2 is
selected and the sub-floor is not level, self-leveling compound can be used to level
the sub-floor prior to installation.

Once it is confirmed that the shower base is level, fit the base into the opening and
butt the tile flanges directly up to the studs so that the base is now positioned in
its final installation location. Using a 3/16" drill bit, carefully drill holes in the tiling
flanges making sure that the hole locations will align with the centers of the studs.
Remove the shower base from the opening once all of the holes are drilled.

Apply several tubes of acrylic-safe construction adhesive to the sub-floor making
sure to thoroughly cover the area where the base will be installed.

There may be some parts of the tile flanges where there is a slight rim that
creates some dead space between the stud and the base. Use small wooden
shims between the flanges and the stud in any area where this small void is
apparent. Make sure the wooden shim is placed below the rim of the tile flange
and that the shim only fills the dead space (see Side View - Fig 4.2d).

Carefully fasten the tile flanges to the studs with the 1-1/4" Stainless Steel
Corrosion-Resistant Truss Head #8 Screws. To avoid the risk of cracking the
shower base, Do Not over-tighten the screws.

Product Maintenance

BASES and BACKWALLS: To ensure long lasting life for your acrylic back walls: wipe them off
after each use with a soft cloth. To clean the acrylic back walls use non-abrasive sprays or cream
based cleaners. Avoid the use of aerosol spray cleaners. Never use abrasive cleansers, metal
brushes or scrapers that could permanently scratch or dull the surface.

GLASS: To ensure long lasting life for your glass shower products: wipe them off after each use
with a soft cloth. Rinse and wipe off the glass using either a soft cloth or a squeegee to prevent
soap buildup and water spots (Hard water can etch the surface of the glass over time if left to dry).
To prevent scratching the surface: never use abrasive cleaners or cleaning products that contain
scouring agents. Never use bristle brushes or abrasive sponges that may scratch the surface of the
glass.

HARDWARE: To ensure a long lasting finish: wipe off all metal parts after each use with a soft
cloth. Do not use abrasive cleaners or cleaning products containing ammonia, bleach or acid. If
accidentally used, rinse the surface as soon as possible to prevent damage to the finish (peeling or
corrosion). After cleaning the polished finishes, rinse thoroughly and wipe dry with a soft clean-
cloth.

Clean stainless steel surfaces at least once a week. When applying stainless steel cleaner or polish
to stainless steel hardware, work with the grain (not across the grain). Never use an abrasive
sponge or cloth, steel wool or wired brush as these may permanently scratch the surfaces.

To maximize the life of your door, it is important to regularly inspect the
glass and other hardware for misalignment, proper attachment, and/or
damage. contact the manufacturer with any questions or concerns.
