Carefully feed the side spray connector
over the protruding brass tube and
secure tightly onto the shank.

Ensure black rubber washer is in place
before securing side spray to flexible
hose.

Holding the side spray, screw the
flexible hose onto the end of side spray
and place into side spray unit socket.
Make sure orientation of side spray is
correct.

Connect Hot & Cold water supplies to
shanks.

Ensure all connections arefirmly
tightened.

Please Note: Ceramic disc valves are fitted
as standard to this mixer. Flow from FULLY
OFF to FULLY ON is achieved by rotating the
handles a quarter turn.

Models U.4292X and U.4293LS do not
have a rinse connector. A rinse
connector cannot be added later.

Models U.4272X and U.4273LS do have a
rinse connector. j

CARE & MAINTENANCE
