1. Carefully remove the fixture from the carton and check that all parts and accessories are
included as shown in the above illustration.

2. Make pre-installation
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Step A1 » 1) Carefully pass the fixture wires through one side of tubes (1) and loops (F).

2) Screw tubes (l) to top of frame (J).

3) Adjust the swivel joint (M) to bring the socket to a vertical angle and put the sleeve (K) over the
socket (L) and the swivel joint (M).
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Step A2 » Open quick links (G). Attach quick links (G) to loops (F) on canopy (E) and on the top of tubes (I).
Close quick links (G).

Step B3 » If needed, shorten the fixture wires length. At this point, the remaining wire length measured above
mounting plate (C) is at least 6".
