Grease
should not be allowed to accumulate on fan, baffle/spacer/filter/oil tunnelfoil container.

Always turn hood ON when cooking.

Use high settings on cooking range ONLY when necessary.

Do not leave cooking range unattended when cooking.

Always use cookware and utensils appropriate for the type and amount of food prepared.

Use this unit only in the manner intended by the manufacturer.

Before servicing, switch power off at service panel and lock service panel (if possible) to prevent
power from switching on accidentally.

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What to Do In The Event Of a Range Top Grease Fire

INSERT INSTALLATION

1. Read any provided document(s}.
2. Test the range hood by temporarily connecting it to an outlet and turning the fan and lights ON.
3. If you run into any problems, contact support@ekonkitchen.com

Venting Requirements

4. This range hood has a top 6" Round exhaust (default).

5. Decide the location of the venting pipe from the hood to the outside. A straight, short vent run will
allow the hood to perform more efficiently. Try to avoid elbows, transitions, and long run as much
as possible as this may reduce the performance of the hood. Make sure that the duct work leads
to the outside.

6. Itis recommended to use metal/aluminum duct/pipe with a uniform size (ex. 6" round pipe from
range hood to the outside.)

7. If an elbow is necessary, a minimum of 12" straight run is necessary before the elbow.

Clearance

8. Clearance is the distance between the cooktop and the bottom of the range hood. The
recommended minimum clearance for this model is 26" and the maximum clearance is 30"

9. ltis important to install the hood at the recommended clearance. Installing too low could result in
damage and/or fire hazard while installing too high may result in reduced performance and
efficiency.

Important: Peel protective film off the hood, if any.

Use duct tape to seal joints between pipe sections.

CAUTION: If moving the cooking range is necessary to install the hood, turn off the
power in an electric range at the main electrical box. SHUT OFF THE GAS BEFORE
MOVING A GAS RANGE. And use a protective covering to protect cooktop and/or
countertop from damage.

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Ductwork

1.Attach the vent adapter to the exhaust opening
2.Connect the pipe to the vent adapter and seal the joint with duct tape. Make
sure itis completely air tight.

Electrical Wire

1.Connect the range hood to an outlet.

2.If hardwired is desired, cut off the plug and connect three wires (black, white,
green) to the outlet wires and cap with wire connectors. Connect the wires
according to color (ex: black to black).

Finish

1.Remove any protective film from the hood.

2.Before using, make sure that any accessories such as baffle filters are properly
installed where applicable.

3.Test the range hood to see if it is working properly.

Replacing the light bulb:
This range hood uses LED bulb: 3W 12V.

Make sure the range hood is unplugged or turn OFF breaker.
1. Gently pull the LED bulb's stainless steel panel fixer and move

the defective bulb straight out and discard.
2. Connectthe LED lamps wires.

Turn ON breaker and range hood to test for operation.

+ Please press the Power Control button before pressing Increase + button or Decrease - button to turn

on the blower.
* Please press the Power Control button again to turn off the blower.

Blower Speed Selection:

*  While the power is on, press lncrease + or Decrease - button to start the blower. Press Increase +
button to increase blower speed (F1 to F4) as indicated in LCD panel. The /ncrease + button cycles
blower settings from off (00), quiet speed (F1), low speed (F2), medium speed (F3) to high speed (F4).

*  While the range hood is on and the blower is running, press Decrease - button to decrease blower
speed (F4 to F1) as indicated in LCD panel.

Light Control:

* Press Light Conirol button once to turn on the lights, and once again to turn off the lights.

* The Light Control button operates independently from the Power Control (On/Off) button. Pressing the
Power Control button will not turn LED lights ON or OFF. While Light Control button will be affected
by the power-off delay function. Activating the delay function will turn LED lights OFF immediately.

Power-Off Delay Function:

*  While the range hood is on and the blower is running in normal mode, press Power-Off Delay button
to activate delay off timer and “Power-Off Delay” icon will appear in LCD panel.

* Adjust 1o desired period of delay off timer by pressing Increase + or Decrease - button (minimum 1
minute to maximum 15 minutes).

+ Timer begins to countdown immediately, when it reaches 0, both the blower and light will shut off
immediately.

Remote Control:

* Remote control sensor receives infrared (IR) signal from the remote control. The maximum distance
for IR data transmission is 3 meter (10 ft.) and requires direct line of sight. The transmission distance
may vary depending on temperature and remote control battery condition.

Note: Light settings are independent from other settings (including power-off delay) and lights have to be
manually turned on or off.
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MAINTENANCE

For optimal performance, clean the range hood surface and baffles regularly.
To Clean Hood Surface
CAUTION: NEVER USE ABRASIVE CLEANERS, PADS, OR CLOTHS.

*** Regular care will help preserve its fine appearance.

1. Use only mild soap or detergent solutions. Dry surfaces using soft cloth.

2. If hood looks splotchy (stainless steel hood), use a stainless steel cleaner to clean the surface of
the hood. Avoid getting cleaning solution onto or into the control panel. Follow directions of the
stainless steel cleaner. Caution: Do not leave on too long as this may cause damage to hood
finish. Use soft towel to wipe off the cleaning solution, gently rub off any stubborn spots. Use
dry soft towel to dry the hood.

3. DO NOT allow deposits to accumulate or remain on the hood.

4. DO NOT use ordinary steel wool or steel brushes. Small bits of steel may adhere to the surface
and cause rusting.

5. DO NOT allow salt solutions, disinfectants, bleaches, or cleaning compounds to remain in contact
with stainless steel for extended periods. Many of these compounds contain chemicals, which
may be harmful. Rinse with water after exposure and wipe dry with a clean lint free cloth.

For Baffle Filter models only: to Clean Baffle Filter/Oil Tunnel

CAUTION: DRAIN OIL FROM BAFFLE FILTERS, SPACERS & OIL TUNNEL REGULARLY TO
PREVENT OVERFLOW.

1. Remove all the baffle filters, spacers and oil tunnel. Note: Not all models have spacers and oil
tunnels.

2. Using a sponge, wash with warm soapy water. Dry completely before returning into place.
CAUTION: SHARP EDGES (Note: Baffle Filters are top rack dishwasher safe.)
