Ceiling fan performance and energy savings
rely heavily on the proper installation and
use of the ceiling fan. Here are a few tips
to ensure efficient product performance.

Choosing the Appropriate Mounting Location
Ceiling fans should be installed, or
mounted, in the middle of the room and
at least 10 feet from floor to the blade
and 18 inches from wall to the blade. If
ceiling height allows, install the fan 8—9
feet from floor to the blade for optimal
airflow.

Electrical code requires use of a
fan—rated outlet box to support the
extra weight and motion associated
with a ceiling fan. A fan—rated box
will be labeled as such and typically
supports up to a 70Ibs ceiling
fan.Fan—Rated Outlet Boxes vary in
ratings and design. Ensure the ratings
of your ceiling fan outlet box meet
the requirements for the ceiling fan
being installed.

OReinstall the hanger ball on the downrod as
follows.Route the black,white and blue wires
through the hanger ball. Position the pin
through the two holes in the downrod and
align the hanger ball so the pin is captured
in the groove in the top of the hanger
ball.Pull the hanger ball up tight against the
pin. Securely tighten the set screw in the
hanger ball. A loose setscrew could create
fan wobble.
