« After marking electrical connections, spliced
conductors should be turned upward and pushed
carefully up into outlet box. The wires should be
spread apart with the grounded conductor and
the equipment-grounding conductor on one side
of the outlet box.

» Electrical diagrams are reference only. Light kits
that are not packed with the fan must be UL or
CUL Listed and marked suitable for use with the
model fan you are installing. Switches must be
UL or CUL General Use Switches. Refer to the
Instructions packaged with the light kits and
switches for proper assembly.

4. INSTRUCTION OF INSTALLATION

Note: This ceiling fan can only be used for ceiling installation.

* DOWNROD MOUNTING
(1) CHOICE OF INSTALLATION LOCATION

If there isn't an existing UL (CUL for Canadian
Installation) listed mounting box, then read the following
instructions. Disconnect the power by removing fuses or
turning off circuit breakers.

Figures 1 and 2 are examples of different ways to mount
the outlet box.

NOTE: If you are installing the ceiling fan on a sloped
(vaulted) ceiling, you may need a longer downrod to
maintain proper clearance between the tip of the blade
and the ceiling. A minimum clearance of 12" is suggested
for optimal operation.

NOTE: Depending on the location you have selected for
installation, you may need to purchase and install a “Joist
Hanger” for the support of the outlet box. Make sure the
joist hanger you purchase has been designed for use
with ceiling fans. (Fig.4)

(4) ELECTRIC CONNECTIONS

& WARNING: To avoid possible electrical shock,
be sure you have turned off the power at the main
circuit panel. Follow the steps below to connect the
fan to your household wiring. Use the wire connecting
nuts suppled with your fan. Secure the connectors
with electrical tape. Make sure there are no loose
wire strands or connections.

Step 1. Insert the receiver into the ceiling mounting
bracket with the flat side of the receiver facing the
ceiling (Fig.7). For best performance, make sure the
black antenna, on the end of the receiver, remains
extended and not tangled with any of the electrical

wires.

Step 3. Receiver to Supply Wires Electrical

a) Connect the black (load) wire from the ceiling =

outlet box to the black wire marked on the receiver. (—tl%
b) Connect the white (LIGHT) wire from the ceiling outlet .- 7

box to the white wire marked on the receiver.
Secure each set of electrical connections with the
plastic wire nuts provided in the parts bag.

Step 4. Connect the ground wire (green or bare

copper)from the outlet box to the ground wire on the

ceiling mounting bracket and the ground wire from

the ceiling fan. Fig.8
After making all connections, separate the white and

green wire connections to one side and the black

wire connections to the other side of the outlet box.

NOTE: Fan must be installed at a maximum distance
of 30 feet from the Hand Held Remote Transmitter for
optimal signal transmission between the transmitter
and the fan's receiving unit.
