Bulb Planting Instructions

Soil Preparation

Healthy soil should have good tilth, nutrient content, 
and a viable population of beneficial microorganisms. 
We recommend using natural and organic ingredients 
to prepare the soil and maintain soil fertility. It is always 
a good idea to have a soil test to identify your soil type 
(sandy, loam, silt, clay) and find out your soil pH.

NOTE: It is important to store bulbs correctly until they are planted. Unpack the bulbs and store them in a cool, dry place 
with plenty of air circulation, where the temperature is between 40-70°F.

Plant allium bulbs in the fall when the ground cools and 
before the first hard frost. Outside temperature should be 
about 65℉ or cooler.

Select a well-drained location that receives full sun to    
partial shade.

Dig a hole 6-8" deep in loosened soil and place bulbs in the 
hole. Bulbs should be spaced about 4-6" apart. Plant them in 
the ground with their pointy ends up.

Cover with soil and water well so the soil above the bulb 
settles.

Ongoing Allium Care
Caring for your Alliums after they bloom is rather simple. Once the plants are finished blooming and fade to brown or yellow, cut 
them down to ground level. In the fall, cover the soil with a couple inches of mulch and remove the mulch in spring to allow for 
new growth. If desired, you can also divide your alliums. It is recommended to do so every three to four years. To do this, take a 
trowel and carefully dig around the bed of the plant. You should find a collection of bulbs. Dig them up and gently separate with 
your hands. You can replant some of them in the same spot and others in new locations right away.

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A.  Allium is the botanical genus for garlic, onions, chives, and these flowering spring plants. Therefore, you may hear 
     allium flowers referred to as ornamental onions. Alliums are members of the same family as onions; however, 
     they are grown for flowers and not food.

A. Peonies, Bearded Iris, and Oriental Poppies are late-spring blooming bulbs that combine well with Allium flowers.
