5. Make sure that the ceiling or wall can stand the weight of the lamp before installation.
6. Make sure the voltage you are using is 120V. The maximum wattage is LED,30W.
7. Keep the lamp away from acidic and alkaline substances in case of damaging the surface of the lamp.
8. When replacing bulbs, you should turn off or unplug the lamp and you must wait until it is cool as bulbs get hot 

quickly.

ASSEMBLY & INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS:
1. Carefully remove the fixture from the carton and check that all parts and accessories are 

included as shown in the above illustration.

Step A4 » 1) Position canopy (E) and mounting plate (C) in place.

2) Carefully thread studs (F) through the holes in canopy (E) and mounting plate (C) and then 
secure them by tightening studs (F).

Twist wires together with plastic wire connectors until tightly joined, and wrap 
each connector with approved electrical tape. Be sure that no wire strands are 
exposed and then carefully tuck all wires into the outlet box.

Step A5 » ● NOTE:To drill the holes in the wall for anchors (I), attach small mounting plate (J) to wall with 
anchor screws (K).

1) Attach small mounting plates (J) to wall and then mark the position of holes in the wall with a pen 
as shown in the illustration

• Please note that the distance between the center of small mounting plates (J) at each end and the 
center of the lampshade (E) should be 420mm as shown in the illustration. 

2) Drill holes and gently knock anchors (I) into the marked holes until anchors (I) are level with the 
wall.

3) Secure small mounting plates (J) to the wall with screwing anchor screws (K) into anchors (I).

4) Screw small canopies (L) to samll mounting plates (J) as shown in the illustration.

● Please adjust the hanging height of the fixture :
1) Press down and hold lock nuts (G) of canopies by hand.

2) Pull or push steel wires (M) and cable (H) in and out of canopies ( E & L ) to increase or 
decrease the hanging height.

• Please adjust steel wires (M) first.
